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Summary:

1. We need to remain expectant and excited for the favour of God that is about to break out in our midst…

BUT…

2. Keep first things first

Key scriptures:

• I Jn 2:15-17 (I Jn 3; Ps 24; I Peter 1:16)

• II Kings 4 (Ezek 47; Matt 25:29)

• Luke 11:5ff (Matt 13:44-45; Matt 25:1ff)

1. Fountains from under our feet

a. Vision:

i. A fountain breaking out from the ground, and extending upwards with a massive spray

ii. Fountain of oil and water

b. What does this mean?

i. II Kings 4 – Elisha, widow and her oil

ii. Ezek 47 – increasing river flowing from the throne

iii. Matt 13:44-45 – once a person discovers the kingdom of God, they are prepared to sell everything in order to obtain and 
keep it
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1. Continuing to hammer on the same rock…until!

2. Not giving up; not moving to another area; not lowering one’s standards/ expectations…

a. Luke 11 – Perseverance in prayer (look up the meaning of “importunity”)

b. Matt 25 – The ten virgins – maintaining an attitude of readiness and expectancy

c. Matt 25:29 – Whoever makes use of what they have will be given more, and they will have abundance.

c. Darkest just before the dawn

i. Asking for directions just before finding one’s destination

d. Biblical expectations

i. We continue to believe for: breakthroughs; signs, wonders and miracles; healings; revival; the many prophetic promises 
of God that are not yet fulfilled…!

BUT…

2. First things first

a. The world has gone mad…

i. Judges 17:6; Proverbs 16:25

ii. People keep trying to outwit the truth, and to devise all new kinds of evils

1. Morality is upside-down

a. People call wrong, right, and right, wrong;

i. eg homosexuality – on the increase in SA – an overt and deliberate agenda

ii. eg 13 year old father in UK 
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1. “It’s an indication that we’ve lost our way, that people don’t know the difference 
between right and wrong… Society can’t proceed on this basis… I think in time there 
will be a swing against this permissiveness” (Mercury, 16 February 2009)

b. Evil and sin have consequences

i. Loss of morality has an impact on creation (Romans 8:18ff)

ii. Sin leads to death, even if it is not immediately apparent, and people seem to be getting away 
with it for now…

b. A rudderless ship skating on thin ice…

i. Global economics – uncertainty and loss of confidence in previous “wisdom”

ii. Politics – corruption in every direction

iii. Morality – as above

c. God is the standard

i. We must not become used to abnormality - we must not adapt ourselves, our expectations or our children to the 
abnormalities of the world

ii. If you swim in the sewer for long enough, you get used to it, and after a while no longer realize the stench and filth

iii. I John 2:15-17   (I Peter 1:16; Psalm 24; Mal 3:2-3)

1. We are not holy just because we are slightly better than our neighbor – God’s holiness is the standard, and we 
are instructed to keep His holiness as our standard on earth

d. Make sure that the buckets are clean

i. In order to catch, channel and steward God’s favour, we need to ensure that the vessels that we use are clean (pure) – 

1. our hearts
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2. our hands 

3. our lives

ii. Check the foundations of our lives

1. Faith – “When the Son of Man comes, will he find faith in the earth?”

2. Family – honouring parents; marriage; discipline of children;

3. Finances – personal and business; be prepared to build little by little (Zulu: kancane kancane), and not to have 
get rich quick attitude of entitlement (which could be the root of such levels of corruption in the country – 
not wanting to work and earn corresponding wage)

3. Questions

a. What has been the gist of some of the prophetic words that have come so far this year into WCF?

b. What do you believe God’s favour will be in your life?

i. What are you still believing God for, based on His word, or based on a prophetic promise that you believe that you have 
received from Him?

c. When the Bible refers to “the world”, what do you think it means?

i. What should our relationship with the world be like?

ii. How do we separate ourselves from the world?

iii. In what ways do you think that society has gone insane?

d. Why do you think that it is important for our vessels (heart, hands, lives) to be clean in order to receive and steward God’s 
favour?

e. Application:

i. We are believing for God’s favour, but we need to start praying that it breaks out in our midst – even today or tonight! 
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
