a. " If your eye causes you to stumble, pluck it out and throw it from you It is better for you to enter life 
with one eye, than to have two eyes and be cast into the fiery hell.” (Matt 18:9)

d. Ears – what we listen to is feeding into our souls/ spirits…

1. What are we listening to?

a. Gossip?

b. Music?

i. Would we invite some of these musicians into our homes, or trust them with our daughters? If 
not, then how can we be satisfied to allow them to be pouring words into our children’s ears?

c. What we think is informed very much by what we see and hear, and by what we meditate on

g. Heart…

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ii. Internal honesty and integrity (Ps 51:6)

1. Humility

2. Applications…

a. Temptation

i. Jesus was tempted in every possible way, and yet remained without sin (Heb 12:18)

ii. The enemy knows how to trick, deceive and damage us through sin… he presents himself as an angel of light
