Introducing Judy McNaughton — Westville Fraternal Community
Counsellor

Judy McNaughton has been taken on in a joint
initiative by the Churches of Westville. She introduces
herself below. If you would like to contact her or make
use of her as a counselor at any time, please will you
let us know so that we can set up an appointment with
her:

My name is Judy McNaughton, I live in Westville,have
been married for 35 years and have 2 adopted children
Sarah 27 years and Christopher 24 years. | am a
community counsellor / social worker working in the
wider Westville area. | fall under and report to the
Westville Minister's Fraternal. | have
been counselling in Westville for 18 years, 7 in the
Municipality, 8 at Westville Girls High School and am
now in my 3rd year with the Fraternal.

My goal is the promotion and care of families.This
involves counselling needs which may arise in
relationships both one on one or as a family. It
may mean looking at past hurts and how they are
affecting present situations or encouraging and building
into someone's life where direction has been lost. The
scriptures and prayer play an important role and it is
a wonderful privilege to lead someone back to the Lord
where they have lost their way.

As is the nature of social work | do not only stay in the
office but do home visits and take clients places they
need to go ( Hospital, Rehabilitation Centre and visit an
estranged parent or child) | have seen people for
trauma counselling and where the need arises refer to
Psychologists and other professionals.

Prevention is an important part of family care and so
we started Baby Cafe which is a drop-in centre for
pregnant women as well as mums who need
assistance in the early days. We have a lactation
specialist who helps mums where breast feeding is

a difficulty. It is also a place where mums can socialize
while their babies are cared for by volunteers. The
intention is to grow this work with talks and dvd
presentations on relevant topics.

Four of us visit the monthly support group held at the
Westville Clinic for people infected by HIV and we take
sandwiches and serve tea. We really enjoy this
afternoon.| have had the privilege of speaking at one of
the meetings.

| am at present working out of the Westville Methodist
Church. In the next few weeks we will be moving to our
new Social Action and Counselling Centre at 17
Langford Road but still maintaining the office at
Westville Methodist. The Centre doesn't yet have a
name. We will be extending the work there and will
have Lay and Professional Counsellors sharing the
workload. The goal is to start a variety of courses as
the number of volunteers increases. Training of
Counsellors will be run from the house and the first one
is due to start next term. This one is to help
equip School Counsellors. One mum asked me to run
a group to help with constructive play with
children. Another suggestion is to offer training to child
minders who care for their employers young children
while they are out at work.

We would love to hear from you if there are any
suggestions you would like to make or if you are
interested in being involved in the Centre. We have a

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From Pete Watt’s Desk

“All Hands on
Deck!”

WCF remains an
amazing local
, fellowship — the levels
N of enthusiasm,

willingness, giftings,
financial liberality, support, relationships, amongst
other things, are incredible.

However, one of the unfortunate characteristics of
Church life is that there are still people who can be
locked into an old order understanding of what
church is all about — a place to attend worship and
hear the word on Sunday. In their minds, the
people who are up-front are the ones who “run the
show”, and those who have special giftings go up
and bring a prophetic word, a song etc. However,
we know that authentic Church life is very different
to that model, and should be far more organic,
dynamic, and incorporative than that.

An accompanying statistic that is referred to as a
modern phenomenon in churches, is that generally
20% of the people do nearly 100% of the work.
This is probably more a reality in bigger churches
than WCF, because WCF is small enough that it is
difficult to hide. However, it is still a tendency that
we need to be aware of, and guard against in
WCF.

Every member of WCF needs to see themselves
as having something to contribute or add into the
overall flavor of the Body. We never want to get
professional, where people attend a slick Sunday
performance (we are certainly not guilty of that
title!), and go home with a sense of satisfaction
that they have been “topped up” for the week, or
ticked the box of “church attendance” on their
personal To-Do List.

There are clearly so many unearthed and
undiscovered talents and gifts within the Body that
still need to be uncovered and brought to the fore
and into their fullness — whether it be making
cakes (a very obvious candidate for that one!), a
passion and ability to do business, an aptitude for
co-ordinating events, visiting people in hospital,
technological back-up (a couple of obvious
candidates), prayer, looking after the babies,
teaching the children, and so the list goes on.
Some people’s gifts are more visible Sunday types
of gifting, whilst others may be hidden and operate
consistently during the week.

When we look at the phase of growth and increase
(aka “divine favour”) that WCF is entering, we
need to make sure that we are “all-hands-on-
deck”. This is not a time for any members of the
crew to be sleeping below deck, or hiding behind
clever obstructions. We all need to find a place
where we can make a meaningful and passionate
input. It is about volunteering, sacrificing and
making a commitment. And once people have put
themselves forward for the task, they need to
make sure that they stand their ground and hold
their position.

The trait of sincere and steadfast fixity of purpose;
The act of binding vyourself (intellectually or
emotionally) to a course of action.

WCF has a lot of people who epitomize the above
characteristic! We need to make sure that there
are many more (all of us!), and that we do not
have any passengers or spectators in the local
church. We need to have people queuing up to
volunteer freely and confidently.

Two current examples —

There are wonderful opportunities for people to get
involved in one or more of the projects of
Vukukhanye — eg for cell groups to adopt a
Vukukhanye project and commit themselves to
pray, support, and contribute with time, resources
or personnel. (You will find more details in the
Vukukhanye article in this month’s Connect —
speak to AG or Craig if you have a question or
idea).

There are also great opportunities to get involved
in the Children’s Church ministry — this is one of
the key ministries in the church, and is likely to get
more important going forward. If you speak to
Cheryl Pather, there is no doubt that there is a role
that she will find for you — from teaching, to serving
juice, leading songs, playing games, or interpreting
into Zulu/ English. All of these are valuable
contributions.

Business Forum Feedback

The WCF business forum hosted its second
successful breakfast at the Suncoast Conference
Centre on the 5th of March this year with an
overwhelming response of more than 120
attendees. The choice of the guest speaker was
carefully considered and it was agreed that Clem
Sunter would be an ideal candidate as his views
on South Africa and the world economy, and how
South Africa needs to reposition itself to access
global markets would be an immense source of
motivation.

True to form, Clem did not disappoint us. He was
a remarkable, intellectual and entertaining
speaker and left us with thought provoking
questions and anecdotes such as; “It is much
better to be vaguely right than precisely wrong”
and the Socrates method — “You will never arrive
at the truth, unless you ask questions which get
answers which ask questions”. He maintained
that SA needs to recognize and celebrate pockets
of excellence thereby retaining talent, then use
this talent and benchmark it. He extracted
snippets from his book: “The Mind of a Fox” which
talks about how it is better to be a fox (foxes are
able to juggle various ideas and projects as
opposed to a hedgehog (which is known for its
tunnel vision). He encouraged us to instill this in

our youth of today. The
business game plan has
completely changed so there &
needs to be “outside the box”
thinking. SA needs to maintain
its commitment to innovation
and must not fall into a fool’s
paradise. SA has fallen way 3
down in the global Clem Sunter
competitiveness ranking and we are now ranked
53 out of 55 due to our un-competitiveness, crime
and AIDS statistics. There must be inclusive
leadership which corrects all deficiencies in
education, healthcare, law and order. There must
be accountability in all sectors and at all levels to
boost investor confidence. SA needs to provide
incentives to boost beneficiation of raw materials
which will ultimately reduce unemployment levels
and poverty. The knock-on effects for the
country’s economy and population will be
phenomenal. SA is the gateway to Africa. He
echoed such real ideas and tangible thoughts
which served only to confirm our teachings and
prophecies, that GOD has a plan for Africa and
that we as a nation will start to see this plan being
unveiled.

Luke and Hannah (not their real names) are a quiet,
gentle, Indian couple who reside in a modest home in
the suburbs of Durban, Kwazulu Natal, South Africa.
They belong to a local interdenominational, cross-
cultural church with a vision for Africa.

Luke is a quiet, unassuming man; still slightly awed, |
think, that God has chosen to use him as a vessel of
mercy to a needy people.l asked him what made him
decide to accept the Lord into his life and, together he
and Hannah told me their story.

Both come from a Hindu background. Hannah had
become sick, she had suffered hair loss for a great
many years and still has no eyebrows or eyelashes.
They had tried all the various methods used in the
Hindu religion for healing but nothing worked. | asked
Luke what sort of methods and he told me that Hindu
people use the same herbal medicines as witchdoctors
and rely on their Hindu Gods. To Indian people, all
gods are one and they can consult any of them.
Hannah had gone to temples here and in India, sought
help from Molanas from the Muslim faith and tried many
doctors. She had been sick for most of their married life.

One Monday, Hannah was examined by a medical
doctor who told her she had a lump on her breast and
would have to go to King Edward Hospital for a
mammogram before she could have a biopsy on the
following Friday. The hospital could only give her an
appointment for a mammogram a month later.

Hannah had a job at the time. She went straight to
work from the hospital where she started to cry. She
was afraid and was thinking that she would die because
her mother® sister-in-law had died within six months of
having the same operation. The girl sitting next to her
at work said OdonOt gripelieve that God will heal youO.

When Hannah had been a young girl at school, she had
thought about Jesus. She had been about 8 or 9 years
old when she pictured Him calling her to come to Him
and He would heal her.

She now remembered this promise and thought of Him
healing the blind and of the lame walking. Hannah®

Jesus healed them He will heal me nowO.

After one month, Hannah went for her mammogram
and they couldnOfind any lumps. She returned to her
Muslim doctor who told them it was a miracle but he
cautioned Hannah to go every three months for a
mammogram. She didnOtbother after that. She told
Luke that Jesus had healed her. OWhymust | come

whole face lit up as she stepped into this memory, OOK,

back every three months? Lets throw the chart away
and go back home, IOmot waiting in the queue just for
Panados.O

A friend of Hannah® had done the Alpha course and,
without Hannah® knowledge, in faith, had submitted
Hannah® name to attend. Not long afterwards, Hannah
started the course with her son and daughter and they|
all started going to church. Luke dldnoaccompany her,
he said, Ol was born a Hindu and 10l die a HinduO.

Moved by the difference in them, they were bubbling
with love and joy, Luke continued to allow Hannah and
the children to attend church. He wondered what was
going on but still didnOtlick. Luke attended the church
home group when it was held at his house and he
would sit at the doorway in the corner and listen.
Behind the scenes, when they went to church, he would
think about things and knew that it was not his Hindu
God that had healed Hannah.

On their 25" wedding anniversary, Hannah cried C)Mustl
go to church as a widow, | have a husband, why don(
you come with me for the first time?0O

That day was to be the day for testimony and Hannah
had said that she would only testify if her husband went
to church.

To her amazement, Luke got into the bath to get ready
for church. He received more love that day than he had
ever experienced in his entire life before, people
welcomed him and hugged him. From that day to this,
he has attended church.

God had touched his heart and the hearts of others so
much that he decided to do the Alpha course and soon
accepted Jesus Christ as his Saviour. Not long after|
this, during a church home group meeting at their
home, one of the visitors saw Luke sitting at the kitchen
doorway. O¥u there, | see you sitting on a white horse
holding a banner for ChristO. This had puzzled Luke.

Just before taking people with them to their third Alpha
course, another man had prayed over Luke in church,
OLuke,| see you in a big pool holding the banner for
Christ with your head upO.

The origin of tithing...

Tithing is a practice that God
established when He gave the
commandments and laws to
Moses. While the Jews were
enslaved in Egypt, God sent a
number of challenges to urge
Pharaoh to release them. The
last was the killing of all first
born sons in Egypt. The Jews

GlVE'RS obeyed God’s command to
paint the blood of an

unblemished lamb over their doorposts, and in
doing so the angel of death passed over their
homes without causing harm.  Consequently,
Pharaoh released the Jews from captivity.

A while later, in preparing the Jews to cross over
the Jordan River into Israel and take possession of
the land, their inheritance, God reminded Moses of
the 22,273 firstborns that He had set apart. ‘They
are mine’, said the Lord. Incidentally, the number
of men in the tribe of Levi amounted to 22,000. So
God made an exchange (and required financial
compensation for the 273 men that He was
shortchanged!) The Levite family was chosen from
this point onwards to serve in the tabernacle by
collecting the required offerings, co-ordinating
worship, administering God’s law and atoning for

the sins of the people by making sacrifices on their
behalf.

Consequently, when the tribes of Israel were
allotted agricultural land in Israel, the Levites
received no allotment, but lived in the towns
‘ministering in the Lord’s name’ (Deut 18 vs 5).
Their inheritance was the various offerings made by
the Jews. The Jews also tithed one tenth of their
agricultural produce to God. In the third year this
tithe was stored in the towns so that the levites,
aliens (or foreigners), fatherless and widows were
provided for. (See Numbers 3:5-13 and 39-46;
18:20—24; Deuteronomy 14:22-29; 18:1-5.)

Some things have changed. The election of
fulltime minsters in the church today is no longer a
product of birth. Nor are the same onerous rituals
of sacrifice performed, since Jesus was the perfect
lamb who died in atonement for our sins once and
for all. However, the principle remains the same.
We release certain people into fulltime service in
the church who focus on matters pertaining to the
Body of Christ. Imagine how much poorer church
life would be without our fulltime pastors!

Tithing is integral to God’s arrangement of the Body
of Christ, which we are so blessed to be members
of.
