The Inauguration of a Dream

Like many or most 
of you I was really 
i n s p i r e d , a n d 
enjoyed watching 
the inauguration 
ceremony of Barack 
Obama on TV. First 

of all, the whole occasion, as massive as it was, 
was very real and human, and not a slick 
Hollywood production, which it could easily have 
been. At first, I was (pleasantly) surprised that 
Barack Obama could not repeat all 35 words of the 
oath in spite of being prompted, and yet could 
speak without notes for 15-20 minutes, with such 
fluency and passion. It was a nice little paradox to 
behold. However, I then came to understand that it 
was the Chief Justice who got the words wrong… 
Mmmmm!

As we watched the inauguration, and noted not 
only how many people were there to witness the 
historic event, but the passion and overwhelming 
enthusiasm of the crowds, it led me to think of two 
things. 

Firstly, the power of a dream. It was Martin Luther 
King Jr who dreamed of a day such as 20 January 
2009. It might have seemed that his dream died 
with him, and the assassins had won the day  and 
killed the dream. Sixty  years ago a black person in 
America would not be served in a restaurant, and 
yet today can serve in the top  position in the same 
country. The dream of Nelson Mandela could not 
be incarcerated on Robben Island – the dream of 
justice was compelling. This goes to show that 
when a dream is rooted in scripture and in God, no 
matter what the odds, it will never die, and now the 
dream has come full circle to the stage of 
fulfillment.

Secondly, I was reminded once again of just how 
necessary and powerful good leadership  is – the 
fact that people need role models and examples to 
look up to, respect and be lead by. This led me to 

think of Gideon, which is perhaps quite strange, 
because in many respects Gideon was not a 
natural seeming leader. In fact, in Judges 6 we 
notice that Gideon was quite unassuming, hesitant 
and reticent by nature. He needed to be convinced 
a couple of times that it was actually God who was 
speaking to him. However, God saw beyond that 
bashfulness and saw the heart and character of a 
leader. It was the corresponding transformation of 
Gideon that takes place between Judges 6:40, and 
Judges 7:1 which was really remarkable. 
Something must have finally triggered in Gideon 
for him to have been transformed so significantly, 
from an uncertain person in 6:40, to a man leading 
32,000 soldiers in 7:1. It is not clear how much 
time passed between these two verses, but there 
is no doubt that a substantial change took place, 
and Gideon was altered in how he viewed himself.

The world needs leadership  today, and it is the 
church that needs to get a vision of itself, stand up 
and take that mantle of responsibility. This is not 
only about leadership in church meetings. It is 
about the active body of Christ – the sent and 
positioned bodily parts that are present in the 
workplace, factories, schools, sports fields and 
laboratories, which need to provide leadership. 
Leadership  is about influence, and a person does 
not necessarily need to be the CEO, the 
Headmaster or the Head Prefect to have influence. 
A cleaner can have an influence on a business 
through prophetic presence; a pupil can have 
influence on a teacher through an excellent 
attitude; a mother can have influence on a 
neighbour’s children by being kind and loving.

What dream are you still waiting to see fulfilled? 

Where are you best positioned to lead and have 
influence this year?

The Year of God’s Divine Favour... Part 1

 Out of the darkness 
o f y o u r p a s t 
experience- God’s 
Divine Favour now 
comes upon you! 

You certainly went 
through it last year. 
I t seems l ike 
everything that could 
go wrong did go 
wrong. You wouldnÕt 

want another year like that, and even if you had the opportunity 
you wouldnÕt wish it on your worst enemies. Is there any 
prophetic significance through what you went through? 
Certainly there is. A time such as this it is important to remember 
that God loves us with the same love that he loves his own son. (Jn 
17:23b)  And yet in the midst of this love he permitted Jesus to be 
led / thrust into a wilderness experience. 
For the H.S. to permit such a thing to happen to you - a fresh 
revelation comes through -  the power of His love towards us in the 
wilderness period is of such a calibre, that He allows these thing to 
happen to those whom He intimately loves that He may be 
glorified in the positive  faith manner in which He knows we will 
respond.Amazing! (Rom 8:28)  

Dr Luke tells us that Jesus was “led” into a period of wilderness, 
while the passionate Mark tells us he was “thrust “by the Spirit 
into a time of great testing. In applying this axiom to you, you to 
may have gone through a gradual period of difficulty rising into a 
negative crescendo - or it may have so happened that you felt it 
wasnÕt so much being led, but of being thrust into a period of 
darkness. Both Luke and Mark however tell  us that the Holy 
Spirit is the one who is in charge of our lives. When we go 
through a period of trial and temptation  the apostle Paul tells us, 
we work together with the Holy Spirit, the trial making us become 
more Christ like (Rom.8:28).Jesus himself experienced such 
tribulation on various occasions, and on one such occasion he 
nearly died through great suffering, what brought Him through was 
His attitude, fervent prayer, and active obedience pulling him 
through premature death. 
 
Heb 2:18  For since He Himself was tempted in that which He has suffered, 
He is able to come to the aid of those who are tempted.

Heb 5:7-9   “In the days of His flesh, He offered up both prayers and 
supplications with loud crying and tears to the One able to save Him from 
death, and He was heard because of piety.8Although He was a Son, He 
learned obedience from the things which He suffered.9And having been 
made perfect, He became to all those who obey Him the source of eternal 
salvation,

 Heb 4:15-16 “For  we do not have a high priest who cannot sympathize with 
our  weaknesses, but One who has been tempted in  all things as we are, yet 
without sin. 16Therefore let us draw near with confidence to the throne of 
grace, so that we may receive mercy and find grace to help in time of need.

Amazingly - following a period of darkness the examples the 
scriptures give us, is the delight of a period of divine favour 
following great trials and tribulations. We see this in the life of 
Jesus, in having gone through the temptation period or season a 
promise of divine favour comes upon him as he breaks through 
into a highly effective life of ministry. 

Jesus was in a time of great trial and temptation and during that 
period the Spirit of God was upon him, he also used the word of 
God as an instrument of warfare to bring him through successfully 
accomplishing GodÕs desire in overcoming SatanÕs period of 
darkness. 

Jesus is “led about”  in the wilderness by the Spirit….

Lk. 4:1É 1 Jesus, full of the Holy Spirit, returned from the Jordan and was led 
around  by the Spirit in  the wilderness 2for  forty days, being tempted by the 
devil.

Mark tells us that Jesus was “impelled” or “thrust” by the 
Holy Spirit to go out into the wilderness….
 Mk 1:12,13 Immediately the Spirit impelled Him to go out into the wilderness. 
13And He was in the wilderness forty days being tempted by Satan; and He was 
with the wild beasts, and the angels were ministering to Him. 

While in the wilderness period Jesus relied emphatically on 
the word of God… It is written

Lk 4:4And Jesus answered him, "It is written, 'MAN SHALL NOT LIVE ON 
BREAD ALONE.'"

Lk 4:8Jesus answered him, "It is written, 'YOU SHALL WORSHIP THE LORD 
YOUR GOD AND SERVE HIM ONLY.'"

Lk4:12And Jesus answered and said to him, "It is said, 'YOU SHALL NOT PUT 
THE LORD YOUR GOD TO THE TEST.'"

An additional source help during a period of trial  and 
tribulation is that one is also strengthened by an invisible 
angelic support team…!

Mk1: 13And He was in the wilderness forty days being tempted by Satan; and He 
was with the wild beasts, and the angels were ministering to Him.

Jesus' begins his life ministry in the power of the Spirit after 
having come through a period of great trial and testing the 
favour of God comes to rest on his life.So too in your life.. 
 Lk4:14-19 And Jesus returned to  Galilee in the power  of the Spirit, and 
news about Him spread through all the surrounding district. 15And He 
began teaching in their synagogues and was praised by all.  16And He came to 
Nazareth, where He had been brought up; and as was His custom, He entered 
the synagogue on the Sabbath, and stood up to read.  17And the book of the 
prophet Isaiah was handed to Him. And He opened the book and found the 
place where it was written, 18”THE SPIRIT OF THE LORD IS UPON 
ME,BECAUSE HE ANOINTED ME TO PREACH THE GOSPEL TO THE 
POOR.HE HAS SENT ME TO PROCLAIM RELEASE TO THE CAPTIVES,AND 
RECOVERY OF SIGHT TO THE BLIND,TO SET FREE THOSE WHO ARE 
OPPRESSED, 19TO PROCLAIM THE FAVORABLE YEAR OF THE 
LORD."  20And He closed the book, gave it back to the attendant and sat down; 
and the eyes of all in the synagogue were fixed on Him.  21And He began to say 
to them, "Today this Scripture has been fulfilled in  your hearing."  22And all 
were speaking well of Him, and wondering at the gracious words which were 
falling from His lips; and they were saying, ÒIs this not Joseph's son?" 

In  having gone through all that you went through last year 
now the year of God’s divine favour comes upon you .His 
invisible grace which carried you through your wilderness 
period, now becomes visible in His divine favour!

What is divine favour?.. Various definitions of favour..

…A person promoted, elevated, and raised to a higher position..
…To endue with special honour…
…an act of gracious kindness - a kind act " good turn, " turn - a favor for 
someone; "he did me a good turn"

…an advantage to the benefit of someone or something; "the outcome 
was in his favor"  advantage, " vantage - the quality of having a superior 
or more favorable position… 
…promote over another; "he favors his second daughter" 
…  prefer " elevate, " promote, " upgrade, " advance, " raise - give a 
promotion to or assign to a higher position; 
…" advantage - give an advantage to; "This system advantages the rich"
…bestow a privilege upon " favour
…To look upon o "fond" fondly; to" "prefer" prefer.

Eph 1:5-6..  Having predestinated us unto the adoption of children by Jesus 
Christ to himself, according to the good pleasure of his will, to the praise of the 
glory of his grace, wherein he hath made us accepted in the beloved.
Eph 2:8-10..  For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: 
it is the gift of God: Not of works, lest any man should boast. For we are his 
workmanship, created in Christ Jesus unto good works, which God hath before 
ordained that we should walk in them.

A.  WHAT THE DIVINE FAVOR OF GOD DOES IN THE LIVES 
OF GODS PEOPLE..

Examples of people upon whom God’s divine favour was 
resting. 

Divine favour was on AbrahamÉ(Gn 12:1)

Notice from the text that GodÕs favour upon Abraham brought 
blessings into his life and in the lives of others. He came from a 
demonic background and by GodÕs divine favour it became a 
divine foreground! 

Divine favour was on Joseph …( Gn 37:2-11,18-21)

Notice how God gave him a dream by his divine favour. If you tell 
a person to dream a dream it s impossible for them to do that. 
Hence this dream was an act of GodÕs favour. 

Note the following :

GodÕs divine favour was upon him by giving him a dream. 
His brothers were jealous of him because of GodÕs favour upon his 
life and this happens today as well. (Gn 37:18-21)
Even when he was in captivity the blessings of God were 
surrounding him. (39:5)
The PharaohÕs wife made advances to him and he was falsely 
accused and put in jail. (39:1-19)
Once again he gained favour in jail, (39:20-23) once the favour of 
God is on your life, it stays with you. The gifts and the calling of 
God once given are not taken away.  
After all Joseph had gone through plus prophetically interpreting 
the dreams of unbelievers the divine favour of God raised him up 

to become a great leader benefitting both his family and friends 
and their historical enemies. (41:39-44; Act 7:9-16)

Divine favour was on Israel (Ex 3:21-22; 11:3; Eze 16:1-13)
IsraelÕs enemies gave them their wealth (3:21-22)
GodÕs divine favour brought them protection in the pass over. 
(12:12-14,23)
Once again they inherited the wealth of the enemies. (12:35-36)
When they eventually entered into the land they inherited houses, 
cities, and vineyards which they had not built, and all this because 
of GodÕs divine favour. (Deut 6:10-12; Ps 105:37, 42-44) 

Divine favour was on Esther raising her to queenship 
(Est 2:15,17,52)

Divine favour was on Mordeca  (Est 6:1-9)
Divine favour was upon Daniel (Dan 1:1f)
Divine favour was on Shadrach and friends
Divine favour was on Mary (Lk 1:28,30)
Divine favour kept increasing on Jesus (Lk 2:52)

B.   ALREADY THE FAVOUR OF GOD IS IN YOUR LIFE! 

1.  GOD’S DIVINE FAVOUR IN CHOOSING TO GIVE YOU 2 
FORMS OF LIFE…

You are of more importance then the universe!
 
ÉWhat does it profit a man if he gains the whole world if he looses his own 
soul?...

The principle of sufficient reason;The principle of sufficient 
reason states that anything that happens does so for a definite  
reason.

Have you ever asked yourself the question Òwhy is there 
something rather than nothing?Ó Have you ever asked the 
question Òwhy you were given life, why were you born rather than 
not born?Ó  

1.1  God’s divine favour is seen in giving you physical life… 

God’s love for you predates the day of your physical birth…
He cant love you more than He does He cant love you any 
less than He does..!

It doesnÕt take too much intelligence to know that a baby canÕt give 
itself life. So it is with you. You did not choose to be born, it was 
BECAUSE of GodÕs favour on your life that you were given birth. 

I was having a discussion with somebody last week who made the 
point that Mugabe had said he had been birthed by God to rule 
Zimbabwe and therefore only God could remove him. 
Is abortion anti-God because babies are in the image of God?
Is murder anti-God because it destroys the image of God in man?

Pre-existence-were you a subject of God’s conversation 
before you were born?

F.  DelitzschÉ Ò The history of the soul, like all temporal history, has its 
beginning and ending in eternity.”

What does pre-existence mean?

Pre-existence, before life, or pre-mortal existence refers to the 
belief that each individual human spirit existed before )" 
conception, and at conception this pre-existent spirit enters, or is 



placed by" God, in the  body. 

Question : Is the Spirit of man “prior” to the creation of his/
her body? ! Yes! (see ÒThe Divine ImageÓ :Preveniant GraceÓ)

Allow various cell members to read the following scriptures:
Acts 17:26-27..and He made from one man every nation of mankind to live 
on  all the face of the earth, having determined their  appointed times and 
the boundaries of their  habitation,27that they would seek God, if perhaps 
they might grope for  Him and find Him, though He is not far  from each one 
of us..

Adam and Eve couldnÕt generate their own lives, it was GodÕs 
favour that gave them lifeÉ 
Josiah was named 300yrs before he was born!É (1 Kgs 13:1-2)
Cyrus was named over 200yrs before he was born!  (Isa 44:28-45:5)
Mary was named over 700yrs before she was born!  (Isa 7:14-15; 
Mth 1:23)
Baptist was named over 700yrs before he was born!  (Isa 40:3; Jn 
1:23)
Jesus was named over 1000’S yrs before he was born!  (Jn 
17:5; 8:58; 17:24; Phil 1:26)

You yourself were specially chosen by God before you were 
conceived in your mother’s womb to be given birth! There is 
sufficient reason for you being born! You are one in a million. 
Your parents were chosen, your gender was chosen, your pigment 
was chosen, the place you were born was chosen, the period was 
chosen consummating in that you were chosen for the divine 
purpose. (See “The Purpose Driven Life by Rick Warren) ( Mth 25:34; Jn 15:16; 
Rom 8:28-30,33; 9:11; Gal  1:15; Eph 1:4-5,10-11; 2:10;3:11; 2Thess 2:13; 1 
Thess   1:4; 2 Tim 1:9; Tit 1:1; 1Pet 1:2; Rev 13:8)

Perhaps an objection arises in the mind: “With all the trouble 
that I have been through I would rather have not been born” 
Apparently the same thing happened in PaulÕs day, and this is 
GodÕs response; 
Rom 9:19-21  19You will say to me then, Why does He still find fault? For 
who resists His will?"20On the contrary, who are you, O man, who answers 
back to God? The thing molded will not say to the molder, "Why did you 
make me like this," will it?21Or  does not the potter  have a right over  the 
clay, to make from the same lump one vessel for  honorable use and 
another  for  common use?23-26..And He did so to make known the riches of 
His glory upon  vessels of mercy, which He prepared beforehand for  glory, 
24even  us, whom He also called, not from among Jews only, but also from 
among Gentiles.25As He says also in Hosea,I'll call nobodies and make 
them somebodies; I'll call the unloved and make them beloved.In  the place 
where they yelled  out, "You're nobody!" they're calling you "God's living 
children."

Discuss: What do you think GodÕs idea on abortion is?

Discuss: The following text to see how Satan wants to abort 
people that are objects of GodÕs divine favour. 

Biblical  patterns and archetypes reveal that when a new 
leader is born that is going to take the people into a new age, 
satanic forces will do their best  to kill  the child at birth, trying 
to abort the new world about to be born..

This happened in the Garden of Eden – the Law of 1st 
mention.. 

Gen 3:1-4É Ò 1Now the serpent was more crafty than any beast of the field 
which the LORD God had made. And he said to the woman, 

"Indeed, has God said, 'You shall not eat from any tree of the garden'?" 
2The woman said to the serpent, "From the fruit of the trees of the garden we 
may eat;  3but from the fruit of the tree which is in the middle of the garden, God 
has said, 'You shall not eat from it or touch it, or you will die.'" 4The serpent said 
to the woman, "You surely will not die! 

This happened in the age Moses was born.. 
Ex 1:15,16,22É “ 15Then the king of Egypt spoke to the Hebrew midwives, 
one of whom was named Shiphrah and the other  was named Puah; 16and 
he said, "When you are helping the Hebrew women to give birth and see 
them upon the birthstool, if it is a son, then you shall put him to death; but if 
it is a daughter, then she shall live." 22Then Pharaoh commanded all his people, 
saying, "Every son who is born you are to cast into the Nile, and every 
daughter you are to keep alive

."Ex 2:24,25ÉÒ24So God heard their  groaning; and God remembered His 
covenant with  Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob. 25God saw the sons of Israel, 
and God took notice of them. 

This happened in the age Jesus was born..

Mth 2:13,16É Ò 13Now when they had gone, behold, an angel of the Lord 
appeared to Joseph in a dream and said, "Get up! Take the Child and  His 
mother  and flee to Egypt, and  remain there until I tell you; for  Herod is 
going to search for  the Child to destroy Him."  16Then when Herod saw 
that he had been tricked by the magi, he became very enraged, and sent 
and slew all the male children  who were in Bethlehem and all its vicinity, 
from two years old and under, according  to  the time which he had 
determined from the magi.

This principle / archetype / axiom  repeats itself in history both 
in your individual life, family life, church life, and the life of a 
nation..  Satan wants to abort people that are objects of God’s 
divine favour... 
Rv,12.1-5..A great sign appeared in heaven: a woman clothed with the sun, 
and the moon under her feet, and on her head a crown of twelve stars; 2and she 
was with child; and she cried out, being in labor  and in pain to give birth. 
3Then another  sign appeared in heaven: and behold, a great red dragon 
having seven heads and ten  horns, and on  his heads were seven diadems.
4And his tail swept away a third of the stars of heaven and threw them to the 
earth And the dragon stood before the woman who was about to  give birth, 
so that when she gave birth he might devour  her  child. 5And she gave birth 
to a son, a male child, who is to rule all the nations with a rod of iron; and 
her child was caught up to God and to His throne.

If we look at the prophets main message concerning God’s 
choseness of Israel to be a light to the nations you will see 
how they were recipients of his divine favour. The prophets 
consistently wanted his people to know for certain that his love for 
them is an enduring love. One can almost them using words that 
contain the ultimate note. Israel I love you I am for you!

What kind of love is this that Jesus has in giving you your 
physical birth? 

It is the same love that God has for Jesus.. Jhn 17:26É Ò

It is the love that moved God to give you as a divine gift to 
Jesus as a gift of love.. jn 6:37, 6:39,17:6É Ò

It is the love that moved Jesus to give you back to the father 
as his gift of love… 

The conclusion- your physical birth shows you are an object 
and recipient of God’s divine favour. You are a specially 
chosen person. Does this not make your heart race with value 
and meaning? 

Jn 15:16É"You did not choose Me but I chose you, and appointed you that 
you would go and bear fruit, and that your fruit would remain, so that whatever 
you ask of the Father in My name He may give to you.

1.2  God’s divine favour is seen in giving you spiritual life…
Your spiritual rebirth shows you are an object of God’s divine 
favour… 

Jn 1:14 message.. You.. are the God-begotten, 
      not blood-begotten, 
      not flesh-begotten, 
      not sex-begotten.

It doesn’t take too much intelligence to know that a dead 
person can’t organise their  own resurrection. In the prisons in 
America when a man is being led away to the death sentence one 
of the guards shouts it out: “dead men walking”. Before we came 
to know Christ we too were dead men and women walking. Jesus 
himself says that we are dead men walking and Paul echoes the 
same axiom truth!

Jesus speaks of the living dead-zombies!…
Mth.8.19-22..19Then a scribe came and said to Him, "Teacher, I will follow 
You wherever  You go."20Jesus said to him, "The foxes have holes and the birds 
of the air have nests, but the Son of Man has nowhere to lay His 
head."21Another  of the disciples said to Him, "Lord, permit me first to go 
and bury my father." 22But Jesus said to him, "Follow Me, and allow the 
dead to bury their own dead." 

Paul says we also were dead while alive!…. 

Allow a cell members to read the following scriptures:a 
portrait of our life while spiritually dead & how while yet in 
that state His Divine Favour came upon you..!
Eph 2:1-10  1And you were dead in  your  trespasses and sins, 2in which you 
formerly walked according to the course of this world, according to the prince of 
the power of the air, of the spirit that is now working in the sons of disobedience.
3Among them we too all formerly lived in the lusts of our flesh, indulging the 
desires of the flesh and of the mind, and were by nature children of wrath, even 
as the rest.4But God, being rich in  mercy, because of His great love with 
which He loved us,5even when we were dead in our transgressions, made 
us alive together  with Christ by grace you have been saved,6and raised us 
up  with Him, and seated us with Him in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus,
7so that in the ages to come He might show the surpassing  riches of His 
grace in  kindness toward us in Christ Jesus.8For  by grace you have been 
saved through faith; and that not of yourselves, it is the gift of God;9not as 
a result of works, so that no one may boast.10For  we are His workmanship, 
created in  Christ Jesus for  good works, which God prepared beforehand so 
that we would walk in them.

Rom.5.6-10..6For  while we were still helpless, at the right time Christ died for 
the ungodly. 8But God demonstrates His own love toward us, in that while we 
were yet sinners, Christ died for us.10For  if while we were enemies we were 
reconciled to God through the death of His Son, much more, having been 
reconciled, we shall be saved by His life. 

Notice How God Himself stresses His Favour & Grace upon 
you – you were satans child, you were full of lust, 
disobedient,  by nature drawing Gods anger,  ungodly, an 
enemy of God, a  habitual sinner – while in this state his 
divine Grace & Favour came upon you..!

Eph 2:8 É ÒBy grace (ÒcharisÓ) you have been saved  through faith and that not 
of yourselves; it is the gift (“dorea”) of God, not as a result of works that no one 
should boast.Ó

Surely you don’t congratulate a person for receiving a free 
gift! If they had to work for it - blood, sweat and tears stuff Ð then 
you could give them credit. But to eulogize someone for simply 
taking something from your open hand is to put the congratulations 
in the wrong place. 

Phil 2:13É ÒRemember it is God who in his kindness, is at work within you, 
enabling you both to will and to work for his good pleasureÉ Constantly 
giving you energy to do what he wants.Ó

God seems to enjoy anonymity. He is constantly giving us the 
free gift of faith yet he remains hidden in the background. Does 
this not make you simply love God more? With Paul we shout:

ÒThanks be to God for his indescribable gift (dorea).Ó (2 Cor 9:15)

Notice,  how when you acknowledge his grace and your total 
need of him, a tremendous release comes and all stress and 
tension in trying to please him  melts away like snow before 
the blazing sun!

How did you recognize that this strange figure walking 
sandal-footed across the shores of Galilee was the Son of 
God? How did you know that this abject figure hanging on a cross 
2,000 years ago had any relevance to your life? Who is it that told 
you that He has ascended and is praying for you?

ÒNo one can say ÔJesus is LordÕ except by the Holy Spirit.Ó 1 Cor 12:3

It is the Holy Spirit that has been working in the theatre of 
your heart. Others have looked at the same things and yet not 
seen it. You looked and you saw. It was you, but it was not you. It 
is the Spirit in your life that has made you see that ancient figure 
as the Son of God. You could never, even in your best moments, 
have known Him to be that. Others put Him alongside Socrates, 
Buddha. You have Spirit revelation. All the time it was the 
anonymity of an unseen Presence following you, surrounding you, 
protecting you. It is He who is re-shaping and sculpting your spirit, 
your soul and your body. An invisible artist, an unseen potter 
forming you into an eternal image.

ÒThe thing  moulded will not say to the moulder, ÔWhy did you make me like 
this?Õ will it?É Rom 9:20

Do you see it then? God has chosen you not because of any 
merit from your side. He chose you because of His loveliness.

ÒHe separated  you, even from your motherÕs womb, called you  through His 
grace, to reveal His son in youÓ. Gal 1:15-16

“Herein is love, not that you love God, but that he loves you.Ó 1 Jn 4:10

If you love him it is because he loved you first. Loving God is 
letting God love you. Choose you. Beatify you. Mould you. Send 
you. Allowing him to do whatever he wants to do with you. 
Creating a clean heart within you. You are His workmanship. His 
poem. He is not your workmanship. You only offer yourself freely 
to Him when His power draws you.

ÒIn the day of Thy power, people offer themselves willinglyÓÉ Ps 110:3

How did you then recognise this strange figure?

God’s divine favour and love for you is seen in the fact that he 
freely gave you divine revelation of whom the strange figure 
of Jesus is…. Jn 17:7-26,Mth 11:25,Mth 16:18,Jn 15:16.1Cor 1:18É Ò

I remember many years ago I read a phrase which all of a 
sudden emerged as I was preparing this message. The phrase 
“Manifest Destiny concerning Americas role in history. One 
historian as he reflected on this encapsulated it into three levels. 

They believe they are a People divinely chosen… 
They have a mission to make the world into the image of the U.S.A… 
God himself will bring about this destiny…

There are various reasons given for how America became a super 
power, and for a period of time the belief in Òmanifest destinyÓ was 



seen as one of those reasons. What then of us chosen of God 
Himself,  of being made Ambassadors of the kingdom, of 
covenant promises that it will be accomplished before Jesus’ 
return! 

Seals - tattoos - Show you are recipients of His divine favour 
& power… Ezk 9:1-8, Rv 7:1-4, 9:4, 14:1, 2 Cor 1:22, 5:5, Eph 1:13, 4:30

Kiel… “The early Christians, according to a statement in Origen, looked 
upon the sign itself as significant and therein saw a prophetic allusion to 
the sign of the cross – distinctive mark of the Christians.”

One of the fascinating ways God reveals His divine favour 
and love for you is by the fact that He has given you an “inner 
seal” or to put it in more contemporary language,  and “inner 
tattoo”.  The prophet Ezekiel has a vision in which 6 angels 
appear in human form and one of them is told by the Lord to go to 
the city and put a mark on the foreheads on the men who are 
sighing and groaning at the state of the world. The word ÒmarkÓ is 
the last letter of the Hebrew alphabet written at that time in the 
form of a cross. This mark or tattoo was the mark of immunity 
when judgement would fall on the city. (Eze 9:4-8) The prophet 
Ezekiel apparently also had an inner tattoo on his forehead 
symbolized by a diamond (Eze 3:8-9) this sign was to remove all 
fear and distress and give the prophet determination in terms of 
the prophetic word he was proclaiming. 

The Seal and tattoo is a means of protection, immunity, divine 
favour & power..

Paul’s seal / tattoo: Holy Spirit
 

2 Cor 1:22É ÒWho hath also sealed us and given the earnest (ÒArrabanÓ) of the 
Spirit in our hearts.Ó

2 Cor 5:5É ÒGodÉ who also hath given unto us the earnest of the Spirit.Ó

Eph 1:13É ÒSealed with that Holy Spirit of promise, which is the earnest of our 
inheritance.Ó

The word “earnest” = ÒArrabonÓ = pleadge, instalment, 
guarantee.

W. BarclayÉ  “The advance payment is made, as a guarantee of full 
payment – the Holy Spirit here and now is an instalment, an advance 
foretaste of life in the presence of God.”

David knew the resurrection would take place because God 
had made an oath!
Act.24-31..24"But God raised Him up again, putting an end to the agony of 
death, since it was impossible for Him to be held in its power.25"For  David 
says of Him, I saw the lord always in my presence; for he is at my right hand, 
so that i will not be shaken.26'therefore my heart was glad and my tongue 
exulted; moreover my flesh also will live in hope; 27because you will not 
abandon my soul to hades, nor allow your holy one to undergo decay.28'you 
have made known to me the ways of life; you will make me full of gladness with 
your presence.'29"Brethren, I may confidently say to you regarding the 
patriarch David that he both died and was buried, and his tomb is with us to this 
day.30"And so, because he was a prophet and knew that God had sworn 
to him with an oath to seat one of his descendants on his throne, 31he 
looked ahead and spoke of the resurrection of the Christ, that HE was 
neither abandoned to hades, nor did his flesh suffer decay.

Unbelieving Jews form a Conspiracy to Kill Paul & bound 
themselves under an oath to kill him..
Act.23;12-15..12When it was day, the Jews formed a conspiracy and  bound 
themselves under  an oath, saying that they would neither  eat nor  drink 
until they had killed Paul. 13There were more than forty who formed this 
plot. 14They came to the chief priests and the elders and said, "We have 
bound ourselves under  a solemn oath to taste nothing until we have 
killed Paul. 15"Now therefore, you and the Council notify the commander to 
bring him down to you, as though you were going to determine his case by a 
more thorough investigation; and we for  our  part are ready to slay him 
before he comes near the place."

Acts 23:21..21"So do not listen to them, for more than forty of them are lying 
in wait for him who have bound themselves under a curse not to eat or 
drink until they slay him; and now they are ready and waiting for the promise 
from you."

God Himself made the promise to Abraham, since He could 
swear by no one greater, He swore by Himself..
Heb.6.13-20..13For  when God made the promise to Abraham, since He 
could swear  by no one greater, He swore by Himself, 14saying, " I WILL 
SURELY BLESS YOU AND I WILL SURELY MULTIPLY YOU."15And so, 
having patiently waited, he obtained the promise.16For  men swear  by one 
greater  than themselves, and with them an oath  given as confirmation is 
an end of every dispute.17In the same way God, desiring even more to 
show to the heirs of the promise the unchangeableness of His purpose, 
interposed with an oath,18so that by two unchangeable things in which it 
is impossible for God  to lie, we who have taken refuge would have strong 
encouragement to take hold of the hope set before us.19This hope we 
have as an anchor  of the soul, a hope both sure and steadfast and one 
which enters within the veil,20)where Jesus has entered as a forerunner 
for  us, having become a high priest forever  according to  the order  of 
Melchizedek.

Y)draw near to God. 20And inasmuch as it was not without an  oath21(for 
they indeed became priests without an oath, but He with an oath through the 
One who said to Him,THE LORD HAS SWORN AND WILL NOT CHANGE 
HIS MIND,'YOU ARE A PRIEST FOREVER'"); 22so much the more also Jesus 
has become the guarantee of a better covenant.

Heb 8:6But now He has obtained a more excellent ministry, by as much as 
He is also the mediator  of a better covenant, which has been enacted on 
better promises.

Hebrews 9:15 For this reason He is the mediator of a new covenant, so that, 
since a death has taken place for the redemption of the transgressions that 
were committed under the first covenant, those who have been called may 
receive the promise of the eternal inheritance.

Hebrews 12:24and to Jesus, the mediator of a new covenant, and to the 
sprinkled blood, which speaks better than the blood of Abel

2.3   Your own Fingerprint texts. 

As we read in the Old Testament it appears that some of the 
prophets quoted from other prophets and owned those 
scriptures as their own. For instance, scholars are not sure if 
Isaiah quoted from Micah (Micah 4) or Micah quoted from Isaiah 
(Isaiah 2). However because the word of God is inspired both of 
them could see their fingerprint on those texts. Maybe we could 
call the first time a text is given a DNA text or a generic prophecy. 
This is when the text is used in its first instance and then is used 
various times again after that separated by intervals of time. A little 
bit later in this oracle I use a new word ÒentelechyÓ which also has  
similar connotations. The writer to Hebrews tells us that the 
prophets had a vision meaning Òto gaze intentlyÓ at the future in 
which he saw intimate and various parts of one meaning of the 
word for the day in which he was living, but also contained 
something of the future. (Heb 11:1 Amp)  So the word was relevant 
for his own historical situation but will also be something prophetic 
for the future. Jesus himself used this understanding when he said 
“As in the days of Noah so shall the days be in the Son of Man.” From 
this we understand the first time a prophecy is mentioned i.e. the 
law of first mention it acts first like a doorway and then a repeating 
pattern compounding and leading up to a consummation. 

So perhaps this is a way to see the unfolding of Gods word 
throughout history.. 

The first time a passage is mentioned/ law of first mention/ it becomes a 
doorway and a pledge.
There are Multiplicities of fulfilment of that same text.
As the text gathers momentum in history it becomes like a snowball, it 
expands and compounds. 
The final culmination and consummation of that text & all that has taken 
place in history from that one texts Multiplicities of fulfilment.. 

To put it in another way there was the first mention of the promise 
of the prophets own day from that various fulfilments of the same 
oracle being seen in new circumstances relevant to their day but 
growing bigger, broader and wider until an ultimate fulfilment in 
the remote future. This kept a continuum and a continuity of the 
purposes of God throughout history. The inner meaning of history 
then, or the spiritual understanding of history is seeing the 
prophetic word unfolded in the here and now. The word becoming 
flesh. 
This can also be seen incarnated and unfolded in an individual. 
E.g. if we look at the prophet Elijah . The prophet Elijah was first 
mentioned in 1 Kg 17 but then that same anointing of his reoccurs 
in history coming upon other men of God until his final appearing. 
So we have the Elijah anointing passed down to Elisha, appearing 
again on John the Baptist, Jesus, Paul and finally an end time 
witness encapsulated both in an individual person and as a 
symbol of the end time church. ElijahÕs name appears 30 times in 
the New Testament. Moses 80, Abraham 73, David 59 times. Just 
as the spirit of Moses of the mantle of Moses came on the 70 
elders (Num 11:25) so the spirit of Elijah or his mantle is resurrected 
throughout history. 

2.4 An example of some fingerprints texts. 
 
We often think of an inheritance as something physical, a 
family heirloom, a sum of money, a piece of real estate etc. 
There are however spiritual inheritance as well as material ones. 
The word inheritance is used in various places in the bible. There 
are certain scriptures that are your inheritance. They have your 
personal fingerprints all over them. 

Whenever you see the Old Testament quoted by another author in 
the Old Testament that text was becoming his own scripture for 
his own day and age. Thus keeping a continuity and divine relay 
race throughout history.  

No doubt Mary, mother of Jesus was well aware of Isaiah 
chapter 7 and 9-they became her texst.. 

Jesus seems to have had his fingerprints of just about every 
scripture in the Old Testament and is well aware that he is the 
consummation of a messianic figure that was to appear. Lk 
24.27É.

Paul and other writers also recognised the prophetic 
significance of the Old Testament to his and our day . (1 Cor 
10:1-13, Rom 5:12-21, 1Pet 3:18-21, Heb 8:5,9:24, and all the O.T. quotes in the 
N.T.)  

The apostle Paul knew that all the promises were yes and amen 
for all of us (2 Cor 1:20) but there were also some specific ones 
which he saw having his fingerprint on. (Dunn) 

When one comes to the apostle of love John, he, like Jesus 
claims hundreds of scriptures being fulfilled in his day and also 
then unfolding throughout history to a consummation. 

So where does this leave us? 

God’s divine favour has been that he has given you personal 
fingerprint texts for our life. It is up to you to converse with the 
Holy Spirit and ask him to highlight these texts. This is when a 
logos word i.e. some scripture written in the bible becomes a 
rhema word for you today or as Peter calls it Òa present truthÓ, 
sometimes known as a Kairos word. 

As mentioned above certain texts also have “seals” on them 
which the Holy Spirit will remove at the appropriate time. 

Nike: Seek the Holy Spirit and his divine favour this year for a 
text for you as an individual, your family, cell group, 
business, church, village, township, city, nation and 
continent. 

Scripture and God’s divine favour in helping you develop 
your self-consciousness. Subjective - Your self-consciousness 
is developed in your spirit by the Holy Spirit
Objective - Your self-consciousness is developed by your five 
senses in reading the objective bible. (See A,B,C,D,E)

C.S. Lewis and the development of our self consciousness…
Subjective / Objective.. ”There is no reason to suppose that self-
consciousness, the recognition of a creature by itself as a “self”, can 
exist except in  contrast with an “other”, a something which is not the 
self .It is against an  environment ,and preferable  a social environment, 
an       environment of other selves ,that the awareness of Myself stands 
out” (‘Problem of Pain”p.17)
